As a Resin Flooring Contractor you are more than
aware how important Insurance Backed Guarantee
cover is.

A Maximum Contract Value is £500,000

A The policy covers Inherent Defects which result in Major

Damage to the floor.

However the Insurer shall not be liable for any defect or

damage which was first noticed and/or reported to the

Contractor during the Initial Maintenance Period unless

the contractor has ceased trading.

A The policy period can be any period between 2 and 10
years but in no instance longer than the floors life
expectancy.

A The initial maintenance period can be either 12 or 24
months dependant on the contract period and type of
floor
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The cover where a valid claim exists includes

1. Professional Fees

2. Building regulation or local authority costs or statutory
requirements

3.  Cost of dismantling any Insured works, removal of
debris

4. Necessary temporary protection of Premises and
contents against damage or further damage

5. Temporarily storing, reinstalling and/or re-erecting any
contents or fixtures and fittings (Limit for 1 - 5is up to
25% of the amount of the Claim)

The policy has an excess on each and every claim
which usually £2,500.

The maximum amount which can be paid out under
the policy is the contract value shown on the schedule

During the maintenance period, if the Insured has
withheld any amount of the invoiced cost of the
Insured Works, the Insurer is entitled to deduct the
amount withheld from the cost of rectifying any
defects Insurer is liable for.

The policy does not cover repairs or replacement work
undertaken without prior approval of the Insurer.
